Matthew 13:41,49…The Son of Man will send his angels, and they will gather out of his kingdom all causes of sin and all law-breakers…So it will be at the close of the age. The angels will come out and separate the evil from the righteous

Matthew 18:10…See that you do not despise one of these little ones. For I tell you that in heaven their angels always see the face of my Father who is in heaven.

Matthew 22:30…For in the resurrection they neither marry nor are given in marriage, but are like angels in heaven.

Matthew 24:31, 36…And he will send out his angels with a loud trumpet call, and they will gather his elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other…But concerning that day and hour no one knows, not even the angels of heaven, nor the Son, but the Father only.

Hebrews 13:2…Do not neglect to show hospitality to strangers, for thereby some have entertained angels unawares.

1 Peter 1:12…It was revealed to them that they were serving not themselves but you, in the things that have now been announced to you through those who preached the good news to you by the Holy Spirit sent from heaven, things into which angels long to look.

1 Peter 3:22…Who has gone into heaven and is at the right hand of God, with angels, authorities, and powers having been subjected to him.
